I. FLOOD RELIEF WORK

The tragic situation of the people
who were trapped in the floods of
Andhra Pradesh and Kamataka
shook the nation. Debris of
collapsed houses, damaged roads
and destroyed agricultural fields
were a common sight after the
floods and their plight was
heart-wrenching.

The question emerged, as to how
and what could be done for the
bereaving families. Reaching out
to them was a very challenging
task.

Hyderabad Zakat and Charitable
Trust (HZCT) along with

Foundation for Economic and Educational Development (FEED) undertook a
massive relief operation for the people suffering from the floods. People who
were rendered homeless were taking shelter in relief camps. Our goal was to
ensure that we reach out to these relief camps and provide immediate help to the

people by mobilizing resources.

The Trust has six offices and 12 staff members in Kurnool and Mahboobnagar
districts. According to information received from our staff, food, blankets,
household items and sanitary products in the same order of importance were the

immediate requirements.
